There are severbbnks available in Australia; the popular ones in &ertANZ

Banking Group, BankWest Corporation, Commonwealth Bank, and Westpac Banking
Corporation. Others such as HSBC, National Bank and Bendigo Bank are also available,
but their branches and ATMs (Automatic Teller Machines) are not as accessible as the
popular ones. Each bank has a few different types of bank accounts to choose from,
each charging different bank fees and offering different savings. Past overseas students
had two bank accoundisone providing high interest rates to earn interest from their
larger balances, and a transaction bank account used for regular inflows and outflows of
cash. For transaction accounts, it is good to keep in mind how much the banks are
charging for monthly service, and the number of transactions you may have before
incurring transaction fees. At t he moment,
Accountdé which has no monthly service fee,
but has a very low interest rate. It is best to check out what is available by eiisiting th

websites or have a talk with the bank teller to see which one best suits you.
